Audrey Marcquenski reported that maintenance staff have been actively clearing snow 

and completing holiday decorating. 
 

Ms. Marcquenski stated that no parks or facilities sustained damage from the recent 

high winds. 
 

The winter/spring brochure was completed and sent to the printer. 
 

Staff continue to work on the 2026/2027 budget, and a first draft will be presented to 

Board Members at the January 15, 2026 Board Meeting. 
 

The Park District has received numerous compliments from people enjoying the newly 

redeveloped Hunter Prairie Park. 
 

Commissioner, Ryan Holley asked if residents have expressed interest in cross-country 

skiing. Ms. Marcquenski responded that in the past some interest had been expressed in 

using the golf course for this activity; however, historically, snow levels had not been 

sufficient or consistent enough to support cross-country skiing.
